Orleans.  He later honed these skills in the field as Assistant Senior Inspector of Personnel, Marine Inspector, and Senior 

Investigating Officer at Marine Safety Office Miami.  He also served as the Executive Officer, Marine Safety Office 

Cleveland, and Prevention Department Head at Sector Hampton Roads.   

 

Other staff assignments include Coast Guard Atlantic Area, Portsmouth, Virginia as Chief, Inspections and Investigations 

Branch where he served as a member of the Sector Implementation Team and authored the Marine Safety Unit construct.
